Abstract

Various grammatical differences in structures and behaviors have been observed between Japanese and
English. This short paper first looks into the differences seen in the formal representation of Aspect and that
of tense in embedded sentences in both languages, especially focusing on the items appear as aspect, and then
argues that the apparent differences in Japanese and English on the sentence structures for Aspect and tense
in embedded sentences can be explained with the existent structures and different parameter application.
